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MEETING MINUTES
October 2, 2013

Chairman Oringel called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. The following members were
in attendance: Michael Blum, Flo Brodley, Jane Harsha, Frank Maricic, Herb Oringel,
Rick Warren and Mike Yee.

Town Councilman Richard Clinchy was also present.

Minutes — Ms. Brodley made a motion to accept the minutes of the August 28, 2013
meeting as submitted. Mr. Maricic seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Somers High School PTSA Community Service Fair — On October 31, from 10:00
a.m. to 2:00 p.m., the SHS PTSA will sponsor a Community Service Fair. The Energy
Environment Committee will have a presence at the event.

Somers Chamber of Commerce Celebrate Somers Event — As a result of the
Committee participating in the Celebrate Somers event sponsored by the Somers
Chamber of Commerce, their President Karen Merritt will make arrangements for Mr.
Oringel to meet with their Board to discuss PACE Commercial Financing. This program
provides low cost financing to assist commercial property owners with energy
improvements.

Somers Sustainability Action Plan (SSAP) — At a Special Town Board Meeting held
on September 26, the Committee met with the Town Board to update them on the
Somers Sustainability Action Plan and incorporating a portion of it into the Town Master
Plan Update. They will adopt a resolution regarding the SSAP at their October 10 Town
Board meeting.

The Sub-Committees for Complete Streets, Energize Somers and Sustainability should
begin meeting so they can come up with a marketing plan to start initiating some of the



projects included in the SSAP. If there is something that needs Town Board approval,
i.e. writing a grant, etc. a proposal should be prepared that can be presented to them.
There also needs to be a way in which to report all the progress being made back to the
Town Board.

Complete Streets — In about two weeks, the County is going to adopt Complete
Streets. Mr. Warren and Mr. Yee are anxious to get that concept moving forward for the
Town of Somers. Ideal would be a suggestion to the Town Board that Somers Crossing
be required to provide sidewalks for pedestrian, as well as bicycle traffic. Mr. Yee will
draft a memo.

Commitment — Mr. Oringel discussed the need for the team to be more organized and
committed to critical tasks so that accomplishments can be logged and communicated
to our stakeholders. The aforementioned 3 teams are a step in that direction as is the
crafting of a resolution per our Special meeting with the Town Board.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m. The next regular monthly meeting will be held
on Wednesday, November 6, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. at the Recreation Center in Van Tassell
Park.
