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MEETING MINUTES
December 12, 2011

Chief Citarella called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. The following were in
attendance: Bureau Chief Efrem Citarella, Deputy Chiefs Rob Russell and Al
Vigliotti, and Fire Inspector Bill Premuroso.

MINUTES
Mr. Vigliotti made a motion to accept the minutes of the November 14, 2011
meeting as submitted. Mr. Russell seconded the motion. All were in favor.

SUBMISSIONS
There were no submissions this evening.

FIRE CAPTAIN'S REPORT
Somers Fire Captain Jody Leverich was not present, therefore there was no
report.

DEPUTY CHIEF REPORTS
Deputy Chief Russell reported on the following:

Somers High School — During the past week, Mr. Russell was in the auditorium
at Somers High School and noticed that the occupancy signs were not posted.
Mr. Premuroso will speak to the School District Assistant Supervisor of Buildings
and Grounds Robert Klick about this situation.

Deputy Chief Vigliotti reported on the following:

24 — 26 Clayton Boulevard (The Mews at Baldwin Place) — Arrangements still
have to be made to bring a ladder truck to the site to test out the concrete pads.



FIRE INSPECTOR'S REPORT
Fire Inspector Premuroso reported on the following:

54 Route 138 (Kennedy Catholic High School) — The annual inspection of
Kennedy Catholic High School was done by Mr. Premuroso. All three sections of
the roof had areas were water was collecting due to a pitch issue with the drains.
Not only will this cause extra weight on the roof, but it will freeze in the winter
causing it to be slippery. The Fire Department Chiefs and Captain have been
made aware of this situation via email. A letter was sent to the School Principal.

Old Tomahawk Street — Mr. Premuroso and Police Chief Driscoll met at Old
Tomahawk Street to measure and mark the area by the fire hydrants and
firehouse so that “No Parking or Standing” signs can be installed. A request will
be sent to the Town Board for these signs. Parking will not be permitted within
15’ of either side of the fire hydrants and within 75’ across the street on either
side of the apron (entrance way) of the firehouse.

24 — 26 Clayton Boulevard (The Mews at Baldwin Place) — Last week, Mr.
Premuroso spoke with the maintenance supervisor of The Mews at Baldwin
Place with regard to the concerns of the Fire Department as a result of the site
visit they did. The smoke heads in Building 2 have been uncovered, but the knox
box for Building 2 still has to be ordered and installed upon receipt; signs still
have to be posted on the exterior door leading to the room with the gas valves
and meters; and the open pit in the refuse room in Building 2 has to be dealt with.
Mr. Premuroso will continue to follow up until these issues are resolved.

Fire Hydrants — Mr. Premuroso had a discussion with Commissioner Markiewicz
about the fire hydrants. His real concern is whether or not the pressure in the
hydrants is sufficient. A request was also made for copies of the quarterly
reports.

OLD BUSINESS

Algonquin Gas Transmission LLC/Spectra Energy - This gas line runs parallel
to Route 6 and can be accessed by Windsor Road. All agreed that a site visit
would be a good idea. Mr. Premuroso will make arrangements with Spectra
Energy, who manages the Algonquin Gas Transmission LLC. to arrange for a
site visit.

5 Matthews Lane — The fire alarm system at 5 Matthews Lane is how operable
and a decision was made to send them a replacement Fire Alarm Permit, as their
claimed original could not be located. A reminder letter regarding the need for
carbon monoxide detector(s) on each level of the home containing a bedroom(s)
will also be sent to the homeowner.



NEW BUSINESS

42 Mekeel Street — A fire alarm was responded to in March 2011 at 42 Mekeel
Street. It was reported that the owners did not have a required Fire Alarm
Permit. A letter explaining the law as per Town Code, along with a permit
application was sent to them. A permit was not secured. Three additional letters
were mailed, with the third indicating that no response would result in a court
appearance ticket being issued. The paperwork for that ticket has been
processed.

174 Route 202 — Last week, there was a chimney fire at 174 Route 202. The
homeowner has secured a building permit to repair the damage.

The meeting was adjourned. The next meeting will be held on Monday,
January 9, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. in the Building Department.
