
NOVEMBER 7, 2013 – WORK SESSION 
 

 

Minutes of a work session of the Town Board of the Town of Somers held on Thursday 
evening November 7, 2013 at 7:15 PM at the Town House, 335 Route 202, Somers, New 
York.

Also present were Kathleen R. Pacella, Town Clerk, Patricia Kalba, Deputy Town Clerk 
and Roland A. Baroni, Jr., Town Attorney. 
 
The Supervisor said that it was in order for the Board to enter into an executive session 
with regard to personnel. 
 
Thereupon motion of Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Councilman Clinchy, the meeting 
was adjourned to an executive session with regard to personnel at 7:15 PM to return that 
evening.  
 

7:30 PM – meeting reconvened  
 
This being a work session the following action was taken: 
 
The Supervisor said with regard to the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with 
Metro North for the Purdy’s Parking Lot she had been discussing this with both North 
Salem and the Metro North.  She said that Metro North was anxious to get the MOU 
executed by the two Town’s so that they could start the process.  She said that they came 
to an understanding with regard to the roof.  The Supervisor explained that it would not 
be a completely green roof although there would be screening.  She said with regard to 
parking spaces for the Town, spaces cannot be allocated to the Town without a 
contribution towards the project from the Town.  She said that she suggested that if the 
Town could get a phosphorous reduction they could pay for that with East of Hudson 
funds and those funds could be used as the contribution for Somers and North Salem 
toward parking spaces for the residents.  The Supervisor said that they incorporated that 
concept into the MOU.   
 
The Supervisor said that she was requesting that execution of the MOU be authorized that 
evening because Metro North wanted to do traffic counts and there were certain time 
frames that needed to be done.   
 
The Supervisor said that she wanted to bring one issue to the Board’s attention with 
regard to pedestrian access.  She said that Metro North made it pretty clear that they only 
dealt with sidewalks on their own property.  She said that she did tell them about the 
grant the Town applied for and a coordinated effort might help the Town get grant 
money.  The Supervisor said that everyone agreed that sidewalk access from the Nursing 
Home in North Salem to Purdy’s in Somers was a good thing.  She said that she did not 
want the Board to think that the MOU was their agreement to install sidewalks.   
 
Thereupon motion of Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Councilman Morrissey, it was 
unanimously, 
 
RESOLVED, that the Town Board does hereby authorize the Supervisor to execute a 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for Station Access and Parking Improvements 
between the Metro-North Commuter Railroad Company and the Towns of North Salem 
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and Somers which shall replace the existing 1997 Parking Agreement with the Town of 
North Salem for the Purdy’s Parking Lot in the Town of North Salem. 
 
This being a work session no further actions were taken.   
 
During the Town Board’s discussion with regard to the 2014 Tentative Budget it was 
determined that it was in order for the Board to enter into an executive session to discuss 
a personnel matter. 
 
Thereupon motion of Councilman Morrissey, seconded by Councilman Garrity, the 
meeting was adjourned to an executive session with regard to personnel at 8:25 PM to 
return that evening.
